Ask each learner/pair/small group to com up with two possible answers for each headline: the most likely and the funniest.  Share answers and compare with original.

[image: image4.wmf]Wall quiz – write a list of questions based on a selection of newspaper articles.  Pin up the articles around the room and ask learners to walk round the room trying to find the answers

[image: image5.wmf]Newspaper Treasure Hunt – you will need a pile of newspapers to distribute.  Write a list of articles/words/pictures which the learners need to find and give them a copy of the list.  Tell them to cut out their ‘treasures’ and glue them next to the appropriate word in the list.  Possibilities include:

· A job advert

· Some good news

· Some bad news

· Reference to a famous political figure

· News about a ‘star’

· Weather forecast

· News about a sport

· Name of a country

· Favourite news item

Tell them they are going to work together to produce a news progamme, including the headlines, special reports, interviews, weather forecast, etc.  Their programme should be based on news items from the papers.  They then present their programme.
