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[image: image2.wmf]While reading an article, the learner can write down answers to the following questions:

· Who does the article concern?

· What is this article about?

· Why is the article important

· Where does this take place?

· When does this take place?

· How does this article affect the reader?
[image: image3.wmf]Ask the learner to scan the newspaper and tell you which stories  they would like to read.    

  [image: image4.wmf] (small group) – divide into smaller groups and ask each group to choose a different story.  Give each person in each group a small piece of paper on which to write a question. (Each group should have a different colour).  Learners write their questions and trade them with another group’s questions. They read the story, write the answers to the questions and hand them back.

[image: image5.wmf]Cut out stories without their headlines.  Ask learners to read the stories and write headlines for them.  Compare their headlines with the ones that are in the paper.  You can do the same with captions on pictures.

 [image: image6.wmf] (in pairs or small groups).  Each group writes 5-6 questions from a section of the newspaper, like:

· How long has X been……….?

· Where is ……..?

· How many people …………..?

· What happened in …………?

· Who is ………….?

   When they have finished, they pass the paper and questions to another group   

to answer.  After a set time they swap  and check the answers.

[image: image7.wmf]In some newspapers, there is a news summary section consisting of many short news items (one paragraph each ).  Give each pair of learners one of these news items and ask them to write a headline for it on a separate piece of paper.  Collect all the stories and the headlines.  Put them on the board or table and ask learners to match the stories and the headlines.

[image: image8.wmf]Look at the ‘letters to the editor”.  Discuss which ones they found most interesting/controversial/easy to understand.  Now ask the learners to write their own letter to the editor.  They can reply to one of the letters they have read, or they can write about recent news item.

[image: image9.wmf]Encourage students to find a ‘good news’ story.  What makes the news good?  Does the story have any impact on their lives? Have them write a brief summary of the news and share with the group.

[image: image10.wmf] Review the definition of a ‘noun’.  Learner selects a story from the front page of the paper and finds the nouns.  They can underline the people in red, the places in blue and things in green.

[image: image11.wmf]Have the learner find a photo in the paper that interests them.  Have them explain what they think happened just before the picture was taken and predict what they believe will happen afterwards.  This can be oral or written.  For fun, they could think of the wildest events for before and after.

[image: image12.wmf]Select an interesting article.  Choose 8 key words and write them up.  Ask learners to come up with a story including these words.  They can read out their story and then look at the original story.

[image: image13.wmf]Ask learners to select a short item of news and summarise it to a partner but with some of the details changed.  Partner has to try and guess which of the facts are true and which have been changed.

[image: image14.wmf]Tutor gives out a newspaper clipping which has been cut into 4 segments and the title has been cut off.  The learner(s) must put the story back in order, and think of a title.

[image: image15.wmf]Take a short news article.  Remove the verbs and put these up on the board.  Have learners work out where they go.  Do the same with nouns, adjectives or prepositions.


  [image: image16.wmf]Look at the TV page.  Analyse what category the programmes come under – 



    current events/drama/sport/etc.

[image: image17.wmf]Learner cuts out an article and writes 5 questions.  Tutor checks to see   accuracy of the question forms.
