» Encourage your learner to join their local library in order to borrow FREE .books
and tapes which can help them improve their English.

» Given that many immigrants speak only their own language at home, suggest
that they try a 5min ,English course w
means they will speak only English during that time. (Good luck with this!)

» Have your learner keep a diary no matter how limited their English is. You can
go through it with them and as you correct it can be used as a teaching focus.

» See if your learner could become involved in the school his/her children go to
perhaps, helping out in the library or in the classroom.

» Encourage your learner to buy a dictionary with English and their own language

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LEMON SLICE
INGREDIENTS

Filling

Grated rind of 2 lemons
1/4 cup lemon juice

Ya self raising flour

3 eggs

11/2 cups sugar

Base

2 cups standard flour
2 cup icing sugar
150gms butter

11/2 cups sugar

Directions:

Mix in a food processor, ingredients for base and press into a 23cms sponge roll tin,
lined with baking paper.(The mixture will be quite crumbly but will set when cooked)
Cook at 160c for 20mins.

Mix remaining ingredients in food processor and pour over base and cook for a
furtherl5 mins. Cool and dust with icing sugar before cutting.

INGREDIENTS

2 cup caster sugar Ya tsp salt

2 cups icing sugar 25g butter melted

1 tbsp passionfruit pulp (optional)

Directions

Preheat oven to 180C. Mix sugar lemon rind and egg until pale and creamy.

Add oil, salt,yoghurt and lemon juice and mix well. Slowly mix in flour. Spoon
mixture into 12 paper cups in muffin pans and bake for 15 mins until springy on the
surface. Mix together icing sugar, melted butter, and passion fruit pulp. Mix well,
adding enough hot water to make a smooth icing. Spread over cooled cup cakes and
allow to set.




Alpha to Omega

The A-Z of Teaching Reading Writing and Spelling

Alpha to Omega is a phonetically based multi-sensory programme
written specifically for dyslexic learners though also suitable for use in
wider contexts. While Alpha to Omega may be used specifically to
remediate spelling this skill is not dealt with in isolation, rather it is
incorporated into the wider skills of reading and writing. The programme
is designed to be worked through with a tutor or teacher with dictation
as an integral component thus speaking and listening play vital roles..It
is highly structured, cumulative and multi-sensory, providing opportunity
and resources for both reinforcement and over learning.

Lesson content

Each lesson consists of presentation and practice of words and spelling patterns first in isolation then in
context of dictation sentences. In addition, a variety of worksheets, games and other materials may be used
to supplement these core activities and reinforce the main teaching point.

STEP 1 A new spelling pattern is introduced using directed discovery methods by which the students
are guided to discover the rules for themselves.

Auditory  student listens to and identifies the common sound in a group of words

Visual student reads words and links the sound to the letter pattern
Writing student is asked to write the spelling pattern correctly (cursive script
recommended)
STEP 2 Words for reading

The student reads selected words aloud.

Auditory or visual patterns are discussed to highlight spelling pattern Vocabulary is also
discussed

Sight words (high frequency irregular or regular words), are introduced prior to introduction of
their spelling pattern as they are needed earlier

STEP 3 Words for spelling
In choosing words, ways to learn, memory strategies, etc the teacher should consider what
bestsuitst he student.

Spelling (SOS) method is recommended, the two forms of which are:

1. sounding out the letters in the word (essential in the early stages of learning to
spell)

2. spelling out the letter names of the word

The student repeats a word spoken and written for them, writing the word while pronouncing
the sound or name of each letter. The muscles of the mouth moving along with the muscles of
the hand. Finally the whole word is repeated again.

Word lists

The teacher chooses words (for reading or spelling) from a word list arranged according to spelling patterns
and word families taking into consideration age, literacy level of the student and complexity of words.

Sentence dictation

The dictation activity is regarded as the most vital component of the programme. Through this, learned words
are set into lexical and semantic contexts and into the broader context of writing skills. Short term memory
development is also being targeted. Dictation sentences, like the word lists, are grouped according to spelling
patterns and leveled to target three different groups as outlined on the next page.



Content and structure Target Students

Group 1 | simple vocabulary and concepts, short Primary age and low reading level

Writing

In order to incorporate the newly learned spelling patterns the student is asked to select 5 words from each
session and to write sentences using them thus developing vocabulary,
expressive writing and punctuation.

Step by Step
Reading

A phonics based reading programme
that is structured and cumulative starting from absolute
beginner level published by Galore Park UK.

Step by Step Reading, first published in 2006, is based on the Synthetic Phonics approach. The
programme was developed by authorMona Mc Nee whil e teaching her
Syndrome, to read.

Step by Step consists of 50 steps beginning with the letters c-a-t and culminating with words
beginning with be-,re-, and de- at step 50.Initially the relationship between letters and their
sounds is taught in isolation.

The student learns to sound out the letters, to blend three sounds to make a word then
progresses to blending longer words.

A simple structure is followed of sounding out, spelling and writing each letter (or letters in the
case of digraphs etc). Each new letter is accompanied by a picturable key word illustrated by a
simple line drawing plus a dot-to-dot illustration of how the letters are written thus incorporating
the visual and the kinesthetic. The student traces over these following the direction arrows then
uses the writing guidelines provided for free practice. The student is taught to break words into
sounds and to blend sounds into words, simultaneously learning to pronounce, spell and write
those words.

By Step 14 with the introduction of ,qu" al/| t
letters is used for word building practice. The student is asked to select letters from the card and

make a word. These are then put back on the card, matching letter to letter and new letters are
selected to make another word. A variety of exercises are used to consolidate learning including
gap-fills, picture word matches, simple puzzles and scrambled letters. A vowel chart is introduced

at step 14. The student listens to a CVC word and writes it in the appropriate column according to

the short vowel they hear. As the student progresses through the programme more reading

practise and vocabulary is provided. A website (www.galorepark.co.uk) offers 12 sets of games
graded according to stages.
